Å Following the launch of the Spanish debt on our Bonds and Repos service on 17 December 2010, we 

decided to further extent and enhance our service in the course of 2011.  

Å MTS S.p.A and the Matching platform ETCMS have been added to the Spanish debt service on 

Monday 17 January 2011; 

Å The settlement instructions are settling on LCH.Clearnet SA direct account in Iberclear as from 

Friday 25 February 2011.  

Å For further enhancements to the service in 2011, please refer to slide 11 

Spanish government debt 

 
Å An enhanced version of the CDS platform, based on the T+1 model has been launched on 6 May. New 

clients are expected to join the service on the basis of this version of the platform.  

Å A market wide Restructuring Credit Event test was performed from the middle of March until early April 

2011. All current and future clients have successfully participated in this ñDry-Runò that included most of 

the CDS clearing functionalities. 

 

 

CDS 
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Å European Cassiopeia Committee has expressed the need to improve transparency in the euro-

denominated bond market, liquidity, post-trade services and reporting. In response to this, 

LCH.Clearnet SA has launched a new clearing service for NYSE BondMatch transactions on the Cash 

Equity clearing system. 

Å Client benefits: CCP service, risk management, more efficient use of regulatory capital, netting facility 

and settlement in a first step through Euroclear and Interbolsa. 

Å Launched : 11 July 2011

Å Our financial statements are now available in XML format using the 20022 standard. The statements are 

available in addition to the printable statements and both available on Client access means. 

Å Client benefits: STP processing of Financial statements and automatic reconciliation.

Å Following the launch of the Inter-Dealer CDS Clearing offer for iTraxx indexes our next goal is to 

onboard more Clients and further extent our service;  

 

Å Client benefits: Extension of the CCP guarantee to CDS products, providing protection from 

counterparty risk and enabling more efficient use of regulatory capital; 

 

Å Current status: Extensive discussions with a group of CDS dealers are in a final stage with respect 

to welcoming them as new CDS members and to shape further service extensions: Intraday novation 

of trades, CDS Single Names and Buy-side participants. 

 

Å Target launches:  

Å New dealers expected to onboard in Q4 2011 based on the current T+1 Clearing model up-

graded with the End of Day Price Contribution function; 

Å Intraday novation of trades: end of Q1 2012; 

Å Other enhancements like Single Names and Buy side are expected to be available 

respectively Q3 2012 and Q1 2013. 

CDS program -  next phases 
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Listed Derivatives - UCS Derivatives  

Å Following the launch of UCS Cash in December 2010, we will replace the current Derivatives system 

by an enhanced clearing platform. The implementation concerns all Clearing Members on NYSE Liffe 

derivatives and BlueNext markets. However there are no identified technical or functional impacts for 

Clearing Members.  

 

Å Client benefits: UCS enables us to better serve our Clients and partners i.e. greater capacity and 

scalability, making it easier to increase the systemôs capacity, to connect new platforms more rapidly, 

an enhanced modular architecture facilitating us to easily and rapidly respond to our Clientsô and 

market partnersô demands, economies of scale for exchanges with one platform serving multiple 

markets.  

 

Å Current status:  

Å A few pilot clients agreed to perform exhaustive internal tests, whilst the majority of clients can 

perform tests in a free testing mode. We will also perform parallel testing with the pre-production and 

production platform to validate the new system.  

Å The system developments have been completed and the internal tests are ongoing. The tests with 

Pilot clients are expected to start in January 2012 (6 weeks) and the free tests for all members are 

expected to start in February 2012.  

Å Target launch: 30 March 2012

Å The re-shaping of the International Markets and the accrued competitive environment have triggered 

the marketôs demands to implement a full Trade Date Netting Model for the Cash equity markets we 

clear; 

Å Implement a harmonised model on the continent in priority i.e. the current CNS model would 

be disconnected and a TDN model would be implemented with Euroclear, Interbolsa and NBB;  

 

Å Client benefits: TDN implementation will allow to capture new business and to facilitate clearing of 

trades coming from MTFs. Therefore, Clients will generate internal cost savings through operational, 

technical and organisational synergies.  

 

Å Current status: The project is temporarily on hold. There are open issues discussed with CSDs 

linked to the business model (processing of Corporate Actions on Flows).  

 

Å Target launch: launch date to be reassessed

Å The Kondor+ system will be replaced by the Fixed Income Clearing platform currently used in London 

for the Repo clear business; 
 

Å Client benefits: Single clearing platform for Fixed Income activity and harmonisation accross the 

group. 
 

Å Current status: The study and related planning exercise are ongoing.  
 

Å Target launch: End 2012 (date to be confirmed)

Fixed Income platform renewal and Harmonisation of French debt denomination 
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Å The Bonds & Repos service on Spanish government debt will be further enhanced with additional 

features (target solution) i.e. cash transactions, direct settlement in Iberclear and net settlement 

under Power of Attorney. It will allow to offer clients a similar service as the one provided on the 

French debt today. 

 
Å Client benefits: Improved and enhanced service; 

 

Å Current status: Clientsô testing has started mid May 2011; 

 

Å Expected launch: Q4 2011, subject to approval of Spanish authorities. 

 

 

Å Connections to Trading and Matching platforms are due to be extended with Tullett Prebon Repo. 

Expected launch: Q4 2011.

Å Management of cash lending & borrowing Clearing of cash loans secured in repo mode by GC baskets 

of securities, both guaranteed by LCH.Clearnet. The service provides the possibility to re-use the 

collateral for refinancing purposes by National Central Banks in pledge mode by pledging collateral. The 

initiative is supported by Euroclear as the service provider for collateral management system (CMS) & 

settlement and by Banque de France for the possibility of refinancing collateral entity. 

 

Å Client benefits: More liquid , anonymous and secure alternative to existing traditional money market. 

 

Å Current status: Three parallel working groups respectively lead by BdF, Euroclear and LCH.Clearnet 

have been set up. A new version of the CBWP business requirements was published mid July 2011. 

Further details about the service will be released to clients in the following weeks. 

 

Å Target launch:  

Å February  2012 as far as the LCH.Clearnet service is concerned (planning currently being re-

assessed with Euroclear and Banque de France).  

Å November 2012 (TBC) for intra-operability at Euroclear level (CMS EB/ESES) with 

CSDs/ICSD assessed links 

Å Planning of subsequent phases i.e. Inter-operability between other CMS will be confirmed in 

due time.

Å Following the implementation of SecFinex, we will enhance the service with important functionalities: 

manufactured dividends processing, re-rates and partials (non cash collateral would be covered in a 

subsequent phase); 
 

Å Client benefits: Improved and enhanced service; 
 

Å Current status: The security lending clearing service will be implemented on a new platform, re-using 

the current clients access means. The project is ongoing and the updated documentation of the service 

has been released to clients in September 2011;  
 

Å Target launch: End of Q1 2012

Å Following the launch of NYSE BondMatch the next trading platform which will be connected to our 

service is Galaxy. We will also extent the settlement offer with Clearstream in a second phase. 
 

Å Current status: The tests with the Galaxy platform are ongoing.  
 

Å Target launch Galaxy: Q4 2011 

 

 

 

Cassiopea - New corporate bond clearing service 

 

Å This program was initiated by NYSE Euronext in 2008. All Cash market migrations have been 

completed. We are now following NYSE Liffe closely with their migration of the Derivatives trading 

system to UTP in 2011. As far as we are concerned the migration is transparent and no impacts are 

foreseen for our Clients. 

Å The migration of Derivatives will commence from mid-November 2011. Specific dates will be confirmed  

once formal customer testing will start (from the 25th October 2011). 

NYSE Euronext IT roadmap (UTP Derivatives) 
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Å The French market place project aims at harmonising French debt denomination with International 

standards. The French market place will therefore move from unit (UNT) to facial amount (FMT) 

processing for bonds quoted in % and which CSD of reference is Euroclear France. Bonds remaining in 

UNT will be removed from the Cash clearing scope and listed on the Trade Confirmation System of 

NYSE Euronext. 

Å At the same time, the project aims at harmonising the calculation rule of the French bonds accrued 

coupon with the international usage i.e. commercial rounding at 7 decimals.  

 

Å The project will both impact the Cash equity and the Bonds and Repos platforms. There will be limited 

impact for clients, as the report/files format will not change;  
 

Å Client benefits: Harmonisation of French bonds following international standards. The harmonisation is 

expected to make the French bonds markets more liquid and competitive; 
 

Å Current Status: Three launch rehearsals with the market place i,e. trade platforms, Euroclear and 

Clients have been successfully executed, two earlier this year and the last in September 2011. 
 

Å Target launch: 24 October 2011.

Å Invoices and evidences used to be sent by post to our Clients. We have improved our communication 

and exchange process with Clients, by implementing a new service to dematerialise monthly invoices 

(signed pdf and xml) and invoicing evidence report (xml). The invoices and evidence reports will be 

available for clients on a web portal or peer to peer connection (SFTP); 

 

Å Client benefits: Service improvement; 

 

Å Current status: The deployment occurs in three subsequent phases. Phase 1 and 2 have already been 

implemented respectively, in August and September 2011. The last phase of the deployment, with the full 

implementation of the service will take place in October 2011.  

 

Å Launch: 3rd  Phase  --> 10 October 2011.
